[image: ]Spaulding Academy & Family Services serves children and youth ranging in age from birth to 20 years of age, and who have chronic mental, emotional, physical, or behavioral issues.  The families served may have a multitude of needs and experiences such as substance abuse, domestic violence, or an extensive trauma history.  In many cases, these occur in tandem, creating complex needs and requires intensive level services.  
 
DESCRIPTION OF PROGRAMS AND YOUTH SERVED 
 
Spaulding’s Community-Based Program consists of three services: 
 
· ISO Foster Care Services - Temporary arrangement for the care of a child or children whose birthparent is unable to care for them and so need additional supports to be successful in a community setting.  
· ISO In-home Services – Support to children, youth, and families from birth to 20 years old to avert neglect, abuse, delinquency, status offenses and the out-of-home placement of a child. 
· Child Health Support Services – Services and supports for the families of children and youth from birth to 20 years of age that effectively teach and model appropriate parenting practices to improve the safety of the physical home environment and prepare for the return of a child currently in an out of home placement. 
 
Services for individuals involved in ISO Foster Care Services receive the following: 
1. An array of professional, social, and community services available to meet the individual needs of the child and their family with service delivery developed, designed, and implemented to wrap around an individualized program for the children, their families, and the ISO level foster homes where they are placed.   
2. Children are referred and matched with experienced foster families that are licensed in accordance with NH HE-C 6446, Requirements for Foster Care Licensing.   
3. Children, youth, and families have access to a team of specialists able to assist with the child’s transition back home and towards permanency in the home.   
 
Services for families requiring additional support may be referred to ISO In-Home Services.  The goals of ISO in-home supports are to: 
1. Ensure the safety of children, youth, families, and communities;  
2. Improve interpersonal relationships and communication within the family;  
3. Prevent the placement of a child in out-of-home care;  
4. Reduce the recurrence of juvenile delinquent or status offenses; 
5. Improve each child's well-being in the home and community and stabilize the child and family by providing therapeutic support prior to a court-ordered or voluntary placement; 
6. Assist in preparing the family and the child for reunification if the child is in out-of-home placement by supporting the permanency plan of the child and supporting and enhancing the child's positive community connections.   
Services for individuals and families utilizing Child Health Support Services receive the following: 
1. Provides identified families with the child and youth management techniques, supportive services, appropriate parenting role modeling 
2. Provides training and rehabilitative services 
3. Provides referrals to resources and therapeutic interventions necessary to: Avert neglect, abuse, delinquency, status offenses and the out-of-home placement of a child;  
4. Provides training and resources for families to effectively carry out appropriate parenting functions to prepare for the return of their child in an out-of-home placement;  
5. Improve the safety of the physical home environment 6. Preserve the placement of a child or youth in a foster home. 
Spaulding provides treatment planning and case management; clinical support; family therapy; medical, mental health, educational and recreational service coordination. Spaulding also provides 24-hour resource on-call; crisis stabilization; coordination of respite for struggling families as well an array of social and community services that may be accessed to meet the individual needs of a child, youth and their family for both ISO Foster Care and ISO In-Home Services Programs.   
 
Providers on our team include Medical Director, Master's Level Clinicians, Bachelor Level Case Managers, and Family Aides.
